The Lordõs Prayer: Mat 6:13. And lead us 
not into temptation, but deliver us from 
evil:  

There are degree's of a temptation. You 
have to stop it as soon as it comes. If you 
allow it to stay and talk to you and you 

ponder on it, it will eventually get you in 
trouble.  
 

James 1:12. Happy is the man who 
doesn't give in and do wrong when he is 
tempted, for afterwards he will get as 

his reward the crown of life that God 
has promised those who love him.  And 
remember, when someone wants to do 
wrong it is never God who is tempting 

him, for God never wants to do wrong 
and never tempts anyone else to do it. 
Temptation is the pull of man's own 

evil thoughts and wishes. These evil 
thoughts lead to evil actions and after-
wards to the death penalty from God.  

 
I want to give you something God showed 
me many years ago after I had miserably 

failed Him & fell into a mess!  
 
Gen 3:1. Now the serpent was more 

cunning than any beast of the field 
which the Lord God had made. And he 
said to the woman, "Has God indeed 

said, `You shall not eat of every tree of 
the garden'?'' And the woman said to 
the serpent, "We may eat the fruit of 

the trees of the garden;óBut of the fruit 
of the tree which is in the midst of the 
garden, God has said, `you shall not eat 
it, nor shall you touch it, lest you die.' '' 

And the serpent said to the woman, 
"You will not surely die.óFor God knows 
that in the day you eat of it your eyes 

will be opened, and you will be like 

God, knowing good and evil.'' So when 

the woman saw that the tree was good 
for food, that it was pleasant to the 
eyes, and a tree to be desired to make 
one wise, she took of its fruit and ate. 

She also gave to her husband with her, 
and he ate.  
 

Genesis 3:6 clearly explains the 5 step 
process of temptation...  
 

1.You see it : It always starts with seeing 
something. You know itõs wrong, you 
know God said 'don't touch it or you will 

die!' But the devil says, òYou wonõt die, 
don't it feel right to you?! Your convic-
tions tell you its wrong...but you say, "ahh, 

a little peek wonõt hurt!"  
 
*You must know your weaknesses, or what 

you can and canõt handle.  
 
2. Its very pleasant to the eyes : And 

you find yourself looking at it a lot! You 
get a mental picture of it and you can 
bring it up in your mind and look at it 

whenever you want! You begin to pursue 
it...Flirt with it...go out of your way to talk 
to it and be around it. The devil has de-
stroyed men & women for thousands of 

years...He knows what you like! He knows 
what color hair you like! What your favor-
ite perfume is. 

 
3. You desire it : This is where you really 
start losing and death begins to slip the 

knife deep in your chest! Desire is a pow-
erful emotion! When you get to this part 
of temptation, you become very blind & 

selfish...Your mouth will get dry thinking 
about it!  
 

* You don't consider other people you may 
hurt and destroy by your sin.  
 

* Your children, who think you are the great-
est human being on the earth! They will carry 
the scars of your decision the rest of their life!  

 
* Your husband or wife who doesnõt under-
stand you anymore because you've stopped 
trying! You've begin to blame them for your 

coldness!  
 
* The hundreds of people you have witnessed 

to over the years...that are watching you...  
* Desire has a way of blinding you to what's 
right & wrong! 

 

* You will even begin to justify what you are 
doing! 
  
* I've seen many people even be deceived to 

the point, they believe God is setting this thing 
up for them! You canõt believe that God would 
bust up a family and destroy peoplesõ lives just 

so you can satisfy your own lust!  
 
4. You take it : That forbidden fruit that 

God has warned you about.  
 
Colossians 2:21. Touch not; taste not; 

handle not; Which all are to perish with 
the using;  
 

5.Then you eat it!  I promise you...it will 
never taste the way you thought it would!  
 

* It will never turn out the way you thought it 
would, because the devil is a liar!  
 

* Then the very one who talked you into this 
mess starts stabbing your mind with guilt and 
shame! "Look what you've done!" How could 

you do this?!" 
  
* I've seen people try to kill themselves after 
they fall into the trap and lose everything they 

have because of this great thing they just had 
to have!! 
  

*Always remember this;  
whatever you sell God out for, you will 
never be happy with!  

What if Eve had went to her Lord and
