RIDING IN THE RAIN 
 
We did a lot of riding in the rain this 
year!  We usually don't leave in the 
rain but if we get caught in the rain 
that's another story!  and that's what 
this story is about. 
     It was Sunday morning, it was the 
last weekend  in April the Jubilee 
camp-out.  A yearly event outside of 
Redding California, in a little town 
called Cottonwood.     
     It's one of the first runs of the 
spring and has become the unofficial 
west-coast gathering of the Sons of 
God MC. Some riders come from as 
far away as southern California, some 
from as far north as Washington 
state, Idaho and Canada. 
     The event is put on by the Freedom 
riders Chapter of the C.M.A.  Its held 
at their church.  Its a camp out, lots of 
trees and grass and room for all.  Big 
fire pit too for the bonfire  Saturday 
night.  Meals are provided, Friday 
night Saturday and Sunday morning 
     There is no charge for camping, 
meals or anything.  They say that is 
their gift to the biker community.   
  
     Anyway back to riding in the RAIN,. 
We left Sunday morning from an awe-
some weekend of hearing Gods word 
and Fellowship with Brothers and 
sisters, a time of praying for each 
other and renewing our Strength in 
the Lord.  We prepare ourselves for 
Gods work for the rest of the year. 
     So, our group was pretty big, 
brothers, sisters, and some children in 
one of the two cars that followed the 
pack.  We stopped in MT Shasta for 
breakfast and to say good by.  Our 
group started to disburse after that. 
     The Idaho, Washington Group split 
off a few miles later, on state Hwy 97. 
They hit some real bad weather too, 
rain and Snow!

          The rest of us stayed on inter-

state 5, heading north.  Another 
pealed off in Yereka CA.  We hit the 
Siskiyou mountain range.  About 100 
miles from one side of the range to 
the other.  Starting just north of Red-
ding CA. and coming down into Ash-
land Oregon.  We had actually been in 
the mountains for about 50 miles at 
that point.

We eventually came out of the cloud 
near the bottom of the mountain in 
Ashland Oregon.  We continued on 
about 35 miles to Grants Pass Ore-
gon,  There we stopped for gas and to 
regroup.  That's when we found that 
we had lost 3 bikes and one 
car.  Somewhere there was 4 bikes 
from coos bay Oregon and only one 
was still with us at that point.  That 
was Rocky. 
     We had lost Shovel head Ken, Dave 
"Easy) and his wife Debbie, she rides 
her own bike.  A really cool looking 
softail, all black even the high handle 
bars are all black.

place them on this rock, and pour out the broth." And 

Gideon did so. With the tip of the staff that was in his 

hand, the angel of the LORD touched the meat and the 

unleavened bread. Fire flared from the rock, consuming the meat and 

the bread. And the angel of the LORD disappeared. When Gideon real-

ized that it was the angel of the LORD, he exclaimed, "Ah, Sovereign 

LORD! I have seen the angel of the LORD face to face!" 

Judges 36-40 Gideon said to God, "If you will save Israel by my hand 

as you have promised-- look, I will  

place a wool fleece on the threshing floor. If there is dew only on the 

fleece and all the ground is dry, then I 

will know that you will save Israel by my hand, as you said." And that 

is what happened. Gideon rose early the next day; he squeezed the 

fleece and wrung out the dew--a bowlful of water. Then Gideon said to 

God, "Do not be angry with me. Let me make just one more request. 

Allow me one more test with the fleece. This time make the fleece dry 

and the ground covered with dew." That night God did so. Only the 

fleece was dry; all the ground was covered with dew. 
First , we have something that Gideon and Samuel did not, we have the 

complete Bible. With it we read, study, and meditate on it.  

2 Timothy 3:16-17 ñAll Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for 

teaching, rebuking, 
correcting and training in righteousness, so that the man of God may 

be thoroughly equipped for every 

good workò 
When we have a question about a certain topic or decision in our lives, 
we should see what the Bible has to say about it. God will never lead us 

or direct us contrary to what He has taught or promised in His Word:  

Titus 1:2 a faith and knowledge resting on the hope of eternal life, 

which God, who does not lie, promised 

before the beginning of time, 
Second, to hear God's voice we must recognize it. Jesus said in John 

10:27 ñMy sheep listen to my voice; I 
know them, and they follow meò Those who hear Godõs voice are those 
who belong to Him. That means those 

who have been saved by His grace through faith in Him. These are the 
sheep who hear and recognize His voice because they know Him as 

their Shepherd they know His voice. If we are going to recognize God's 
voice, we must belong to Him.  

Third , we hear His voice when we spend time in prayer, Bible study, 
and quiet contemplation of His Word. The more time we spend inti-

mately with God and His Word, the easier it is to recognize His voice. 
Employees at a bank are trained to recognize counterfeits by studying 

real money so closely that it is easy to spot a fake. We should be so 
familiar with the Bible that when God speaks to us it is clear that it is 

God. God speaks to us so that we can understand truth. We have the 
gift of the Holy Spirit. We have Godõs written Word. If you have ac-
cepted Jesus Christ as your Lord and Savior you will hear Godõs voice. 

Read your Bible, develop a personal relationship with Him, pray, study, 
and spend time quietly waiting for an answer. Remember that Godõs 

main way of communicating to us is through His written Word. You 
may not ever hear an audible voice but He is communicating with us. 

Through your conscience, circumstances, and through other people. Be 
still, wait for His answer, do not get discouraged, He hears us. Our time 

is not Godõs time; He will answer us when He decides to. As we move 
forward into 2012 I ask that you keep me and my wife in your prayers. 

Ask the Holy Spirit to reveal to us where He would have us take the 
store. Pray for our club and for one another. Ask that Christ Jesus bond 

us together and make us strong. God hears our prayers and if we come 
together in unity we will hear Him clearly. Till next time may God Bless
